BEREA CITY COUNCIL           REGULAR MEETING          NOVEMBER 1, 2011 

The Berea City Council met in a regular session Tuesday, November 1, 2011 at 6:30 p.m., Mayor Connelly presiding.

A quorum being present, Mayor Connelly called the meeting to order.

Mayor Connelly asked for a motion to amend the agenda by adding Ordinance #14-11 and Resolution #07-11; Famer moved, Little seconded the motion, all ayes.  Agenda amended.
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:  David Rowlette, Executive Director of the Berea Chamber of Commerce invited everyone to the candidate forum to be held tomorrow night at 6pm at Madison Southern High School.  The chamber appreciated the help the city gave for the Industry Appreciation Month in recognizing our local industry.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: OCTOBER 18, 2011

Farmer moved, Fields seconded to approve the minutes as distributed.  All ayes, minutes approved.

PROCLAMATION – BEREA ARTS COUNCIL

Mayor Connelly read the proclamation declaring the week of October 31st through November 6, 2011 as Berea Arts Council week in recognizing their 25th year anniversary. Gwen Childs, director of the Arts Council accepted the proclamation and thanked the city and council for their continued support.

BID OPENING – DIGGER UTILITY TRUCK
No Bids received; truck will be purchased through the State contract. 

PROCLAMATION – WORLD DIABETES DAY
Mayor Connelly read a proclamation presented by Kim DeCoste proclaiming World Diabetes Day, November 14th, 2011.  The proclamation will jointly be signed by the City of Richmond Mayor, and Judge Clark.  Ms. DeCoste stated 
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Berea has done a lot to promote our city as a healthy community including our new bike path.   

AUDIT PRESENTATION – JERRY HENSLEY
The auditors report was presented earlier this evening during a work session to Audit and Finance Committee for year ending July, 2011.  No deficiencies were found in both our internal controls and our compliance with the laws and regulations of general accepted accounting principals.  Our total assets for the year ending were $50,833,636, an increase of $1.3 million from 2010.  The financial statement is a complete final public document ready for anyone to see. 
RESOLUTION #07-11; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEREA, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO MAKE APPLICATION FOR AND, UPON APPROVAL, TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE KENTUCKY OFFICE OF HOMELAND SECURITY (KOHS) TO FACILITATE AND ADMINISTER A HOMELAND SECURITY PROJECT AND ACT AS THE AUTHORIZED CORRESPONDENT FOR SAME. 

Corporate Counsel read the Resolution in its entirety; this grant application should enable the city to receive two additional mobile-data terminals for our police vehicles.  Burnside moved, Kerby seconded to approve the Resolution #07-11.  All ayes, resolution adopted.
ORDINANCE #14-11; ZONE CHANGE- FIRST READING

Corporate Counsel read the ordinance requesting a zone change from R-3 (Multi-Family) to B-1 (Minor Commercial).  This is a 0.41acre tract at the end of Water Street.
AUDIT & FINANCE COMMITTEE – V. BURNSIDE
The Finance Committee would like to commend the city management for insuring we have internal controls in place.  We are very fortunate to be able to continue to provide good services to our community, we feel good about our audit.
Burnside thanked Jennings for his service on the council and the expertise he brought on the Audit & Finance Committee being a CPA and a CEO; he has served as a valuable contribution to our city.

DEPARTMENT HEADS

M. Kriebel – Parks; Ms. Kriebel introduced Jennifer Jones, she will be our new Recreation Supervisor.  She comes to us from the City of Nicholasville.  

* Everyone is invited to the annual Police and Fire Department Chili Cook-Off to raise funds for the Special Olympics, this Friday evening at 6pm at the Folk Center.
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* A big Thank You too everyone that participated and helped during the Halloween-In-The-Park event, we had a huge turn-out and a wonderful time.

Mayor Connelly introduced Jan Kilbourne to the council; she accepted the appointment to serve on the Planning and Zoning Commission Board.

D.VanWinkle – Codes Enforcement; Mr. VanWinkle informed the council that he is addressing the broadcasting complaints and the problems we are currently having with our government access channel.  A technician has diagnosed the problem, and a repair should take place soon. 
CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT – R. STONE

· We met with District 7 last week to discuss our road projects; the construction of Bratcher Lane will be overseen by the city, we will move the utilities and purchase the right-of-ways; we anticipate this project will be completed in 2012.
· Menelaus Road Project; the assessment of property for purchasing of right-of-way is complete, the contract should be ready to go out for bid in March 2012, the city will be responsible for moving the utilities in this area also.

· Berea By-Pass; we are continuing to ask for the change order to reconstruct the four-lane to a two-lane, the final paperwork has not been signed yet, but we do feel positive about this project. 

· We have turned in the lighting plan for the lighting at the US 25/By-Pass and the 595/By-Pass intersection and we should be getting our encroachment permit soon.  This should allow us to also get lighting installed on the Artisan Way.

· The projects in the Park Expansion are getting underway this week; we are widening some of the sidewalks, installing players benches on both the soccer and football fields; and repairing the drainage near the skate park.

· Two open throat catch basins will be installed on Cherry Road to help with drainage; one near the Isaacs property and the other near the Mondine’s. 

· Allen Company will be coming in to mill down the intersection at Rawlins and Center Streets to create safer conditions for pedestrians. 
· All the Solar Panels were leased out in a matter of days; we appreciate our customers who are involved in this project, many people are already pre-paying for the next group of panels.

· I have the signed contract for the vendor to get the panels installed, and the contract for the pedestrian bridge for the walking trail is ready to go out.

· December 1st and 2nd the Finance Office personnel will be meeting with SpringBrook, to begin the training on our new software package.
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· Gilpin Construction has turned over the keys on the Depot/Welcome Center Project; they have finished with the construction.  We would like to be operational the week of Thanksgiving with a grand re-opening soon.

· Thanks to Tom McCay and David Rowlette for the work on our Industry Appreciation luncheon held last Friday.

· City Hall will be closed Friday, November 11th in honor of Veteran’s Day, and November 24th and 25th for Thanksgiving. 
· We have been receiving calls regarding hunting in the city limits with compound bows; hunters must have permission from the property owners.

Mayor Connelly reminded the council that Mr. Shuman will be holding a teleconference call this Thursday at noon with a lunch meeting in the community room.  Our next public forum will be on December 8th.
COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Jennings – Sixteen years ago I was appointed to fill out a partial term on the city council, and again this year at the council’s request I was asked to fill out Howard Baker’s term. I am glad I was able to do so but I have a lot of other things pulling at me right now to allow me to continue, but I appreciate having been on the council this year.  People say many more things about you that you don’t deserve when you are leaving and so I don’t deserve all the good comments I have received tonight, but I appreciate them none the less.  Mayor Connelly added that Glenn was unique in being appointed twice to serve out terms because of deaths of previous council members, even though he has been elected many times, the city benefited from your time serving with us.
Fields – Thanks to the folks for coming this evening; and sixteen thanks to Glenn, a job well done! 

Bellando – Thanks to Glenn as well, we are glad you continued to serve, the city is better for it.  Reminded everyone that the city will hold another public forum on Monday, November 14th at 6:30 p.m. at Berea Community School High School Auditorium, discussion will continue from the previous forum.  

Wagers – Maybe Glenn will come back someday.
Farmer – I would like to differ with Glenn on his saying he didn’t deserve all the positive comments, he is very deserving and he has been a real asset to this council in so many ways with his knowledge of utilities, and his audit and finance experience.  It is not often you get someone of his knowledge and the City of Berea has been very fortunate to have had you on board for all these years; and I want to personally thank you for it.
Little – Thanks to Mr. VanWinkle for his time spent on trying to get the TV channel to work again.
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Kerby – Glenn, thank you for your service, and hopefully if you get to come back it won’t be because of our demise; and thanks for coaching Virgil in all the ways in audit and financing, we have been very fortunate in having you.
