The Berea City Council met in a regular session Tuesday, April 3, 2012 at 6:30 p.m., Mayor Steven Connelly presiding.

A quorum being present, Mayor Connelly called the meeting to order.

Farmer moved, Little seconded to approve the minutes as distributed, all ayes.  Minutes approved.

PROCLAMATION: YOUNGER WOMEN’S CLUB

Mayor Connelly read a proclamation presented by the Younger Women’s Club of Berea declaring the month of April as; Child Abuse Prevention and Awareness Month.  Mikki Moren, representing the club accepted the proclamation and invited everyone to come to City Hall at 4pm on Monday, April 9th when the club will place 288 Pin Wheels in the lawn to represent the number of child abuse cases in Madison County last year.

Corporate Counsel read the Ordinance by title and summary, Fields moved, Kerby seconded to approve Ordinance #02-12; roll call vote all ayes.  Ordinance approved. 

ORDINANCE #03-12; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEREA, AMENDING THE PERSONNEL POLICIES AND PROCEDURES, ORDINANCE #02-06, BY AMENDING ARTICLE XIX, SALARY RANGES – 2ND READING

Corporate Counsel read the Ordinance by title and summary, Terrill moved, Burnside seconded to approve Ordinance #03-12; roll call vote all ayes.  Ordinance approved.
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CHANGE ORDER – BEREA SOLAR FARM
City Administrator Stone informed the council this change order, in the amount of $13,628.94 is for the additional 20 panels to be added to the existing 100.  Funding for the change order is coming from the grant and from the panels 
already leased from the Utility department.  Burnside moved, Farmer seconded to approve the change order, all ayes.  Change order approved.
ORDINANCE #04-12; ZONE CHANGE 106 LEGACY DRIVE FROM P-1 (PROFESSIONAL) TO R-1 (SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL) – 1ST READING

Corporate Counsel read the Ordinance in its entirety adopting the recommendation from the Planning Commission.  A location of the property was displayed on the overhead projector; there were no questions or comments.

ORDINANCE #05-12; INTENT TO ANNEX – 158 ACRES AT 601 SLATE LICK ROAD – 1ST READING

Corporate Counsel read the Ordinance by title and summary indicating an interest from the property owners to be annexed into the city, the property owner being the United Church Homes.  Councilman Terrill questioned the possibility of the city having to take over the maintenance on the bridge once development starts.  Paul Schrader, GIS Coordinator stated the property owners had ownership to the center of the road.  Councilman Little questioned the benefit of the city to annex this property; Mayor Connelly stated the United Church Homes Group is interested in building a retirement community on this property and they would like this property to be in the city. 
RESOLUTION #03-12; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEREA,  KENTUCKY, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT WITH THE DEPARTMENT FOR LOCAL GOVERNMENT (DLG) FOR THE 2010 DISASTER RECOVERY (DR) FUNDS, TO EXECUTE ANY DOCUMENTS WHICH ARE DEEMED NECESSARY BY DLG TO FACILITATE THIS PROJECT AND TO ACT AS THE AUTHORIZED CORRESPONDENT FOR THIS PROJECT. 

Corporate Counsel read the Resolution by title; Terrill moved, Farmer seconded to approve Resolution #03-12, all ayes.  Resolution approved.
RESOLUTION #04-12; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KENTUCKY, AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH THE KENTUCKY TRANSPORTATION CABINET FOR THE SALE OF A RIGHT OF WAY EASEMENT FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF THE WIDENING OF MENELAUS ROAD FROM KY 956 TO MAYDE ROAD, 
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AND TO EXECUTE SUCH DOCUMENTS OF CONVEYANCE AS ARE NECESSARY. 
Corporate Counsel read the Resolution by title; Burnside moved, Kerby seconded to approve Resolution #04-12, all ayes.  Resolution approved.

AUDIT & FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT – V. Burnside

Councilman Burnside reported the committee met at 4:30 today to discuss the amended 2011-2012 budget; an ordinance will be prepared.  The committee discussed the bids received for the Exit 76 Water Line Project; a recommendation was made from the Berea Municipal Utilities to accept the bid received from Kenney, Inc. in the amount of $259,077.00.  Burnside moved, Terrill seconded to award the bid, all ayes.  Motion approved.

DEPARTMENT HEADS
Police Chief David Gregory came forward to introduce the three new police officers recently hired; Danny McGuire, Joe Johnson, and Jeffery Parker.  Mayor Connelly welcomed the new officers and stated his appreciation.  Chief Gregory also reminded everyone of the 5K/10K Race that will be held on Saturday, April 14th at the new Farristown Middle School at 9am. 
ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: RANDY STONE
· The Resolution the council passed this evening; #03-12 is a fully funded Grant for the Water Street drainage project.  It is under the disaster recovery because of the losses that occurred in the area due to the 2010 rain storms.  The project will need to be bid out in six months, and it is the first no match grant we have ever received.

· We met with CDP Engineering yesterday to review the preliminary plans of the US 25 North Project; the design is a three-lane road with a shared use path on the West Side.  We will be submitting a change order to the state in the amount of $196,515.00 so we can move forward with the changes to the plan; it will take three to four months to complete the changes.  We will then go back to District 7 for approval; we will hold a public meeting for all people involved and anyone who would like to see the plans.
· City Hall will be closed this Friday in observance of Good Friday.

Questions: Little confirmed the payment of the change order was to get the design re-drawn for US 25 North. 

Terrill asked if the city would be holding a public meeting for the residents of Bratcher Lane prior to the project starting; and if it is a state road , would the 
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State be doing the project?  Stone stated Bratcher Lane is a city street but the funding would be coming SP Monies; it is very likely they will over see this project due to the tremendous amount of paperwork needed.
MAYOR’S COMMENTS:

· The city is fortunate to have two projects going on at this time that high light probably the future of construction in Berea; one is the Green dormitory that will be built at the top of Prospect on the College Campus, and the other is a house Habitat for Humanity built this past week-end, the first Passive House in Berea; a house that its design integrates super insulation, air-tight shell, good windows and an heat exchange ventilation system to achieve reductions of 70-80% in energy use.  Habitat is interested in talking with the city to see how they might publicize its use of these of standards and how the city might become more aware and supportive of this type of home.  The house that was built will be going to the JT and Marlena Hoover with their children; the house was built on Brown Street.

· The Industrial Authority received two bids on the annual lease of the Moore Farm; the bid was awarded to Mr. Fred Davis in the amount $12,850.00.  The city will be entering an agreement with Mr. Davis for the next 21 months. 

· Mayor Connelly recognized Sgt. LeAnn Boyle and read a proclamation presented by the Kentucky Senate recognizing and honoring her for her years of meritorious service in the field of law enforcement.  Ms. Boyle has served as a respected Detective with the Berea Police Department since 1998 with her focus is on investigating Cyber and Internet crimes against children.  
· Mayor Connelly read a letter he received from Lighthouse Home Products announcing a mass layoff.  While this layoff is currently for an indeterminate period of time, the company fully expects that the majority of all laid off employees will be recalled back to work within six months. 
· The East Berea vote today; 139 voted yes, 55 voted no.
