A quorum being present, Mayor Connelly called the meeting to order. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: JANUARY 15, 2013
Kerby moved, Wagers seconded to approve the minutes as submitted; all ayes.  Minutes approved.

ORDINANCE #1-13; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KENTUCKY, AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF BEREA, BY REVISING THE SEWER USE ORDINANCE TO COMPLY WITH ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY AND KENTUCKY DIVISION OF WATER REQUIREMENTS. – 2ND READING
Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary. Burnside moved, Kerby seconded to approve the ordinance.  Roll call vote, all ayes; Ordinance #1-13 adopted.

ORDINANCE #2-13; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KENTUCKY, DECLARING A 2006 FORD CROWN VICTORIA TO BE SURPLUS AND AUTHORIZING IT TO BE DONATED TO CONSTABLE J.B. MARCUM. – 2ND READING
Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary.  Burnside moved, Terrill seconded to approve the ordinance.  Roll call vote, all ayes; Ordinance #2-13 adopted. 
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GEORGE WYATT – MADISON COUNTY AIRPORT ACTIVITY UPDATE
Mr. Wyatt gave an update of the past years activities and goals of the Madison County Airport; the airport began in 1970 and was opened in 1979 with one hanger and a 4,000 foot runway.  Currently the airport serves seven (7) local industrial sites and has a 5,000 foot runway with a parallel taxi-way.  The airport has automatic weather reporting system, accessed by the internet; there is a 1200 foot main hanger and terminal area; a 6000 square foot back hanger; 8000 square foot corporate hanger and eight (8) personal T-Hangers.  It is home to the EKU Professional Flight Program that consists of 150 students.  The airport is very busy when the students are there for training; EKU is the fixed based operator at the airport, and there are around 40 single and twin engine aircraft permanently based there.  In 2009, by means of the AARA Grant, the parallel taxi-way was completed, and in the 2010 funds help complete the North end of the runway.  Future plans for the airport include; additional ramp space, a new stand-alone terminal, improved ground access roads, additional hanger space and improvements in the airport to handle large military aircraft.  
There will be an open house event on April 27th; aircraft will be on display and there will be free flights for youth, everyone is invited.  New road signs will be going up soon to direct people to and from the airport. 

Currently Mayor Connelly is in negotiations with Judge Clark for the appointment of Mr. Wyatt as the Berea representative on the Madison County Airport Board.  Chuck Conley’s name was submitted and approved, but we are waiting approval of Mr. Wyatt at this time.  Mr. Wyatt thanked the mayor and council for their continued support.
