APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Farmer moved; Kerby seconded to approve the minutes; Burnside noted a word correction.  All members voting aye; minutes approved as corrected. 

LLOYD JORDISON –PEDESTRIAN SAFETY TASK FORCE 2012
Mr. Jordison and Hilary Dolstad representing the Madison County Health Dept updated the city council of the progress the Berea Pedestrian Safety Task Force has accomplished since receiving a $25,000 grant funded by FedEx through “Safe Kids USA”.  The grant involved multiple agencies who identified and improved areas in need of infrastructure changes to enable safe walk ways, for people of all ages and abilities.  Cross walks were made more visible, countdown crossing signals were installed at many locations, and ADA compliant modifications have begun, with more scheduled to be completed in 2013.   The City of Berea Street Department was given honorable mention for the savings and the work they did for the city on this project.
RED TIE AWARD TO LARRY HARRISON

Mayor Connelly read the C.C. Hensley Distinguished Service Award/Red Tie Award he presented to People’s Bank retiring President, Larry Harrison on March 7, 2013. The award recognized Mr. Harrison’s dedication and service, not only to the bank, but to the City of Berea for the various organizations he is involved with. ORDINANCE #03-2013; SERIES BOND ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $9,680,000 PRINCIPAL AMOUNT OF UTILITY SYSTEM REFUNDING REVENUE BONDS, SERIES 2013, OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KENTUCKY; DESIGNATING THE PAYING AGENT AND REGISTRAR IN RESPECT THEREOF; APPROVING THE PREPARATION OF PRELIMINARY AND FINAL OFFICIAL STATEMENTS IN RESPECT THEREOF; PROVIDING FOR THE SALE OF SUCH BONDS TO THE LOWEST AND BEST BIDDER; AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND THE CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE DOCUMENTS ON BEHALF OF THE CITY. – 2ND READING
Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary; he has reviewed the documentation relating to the sale of the bonds.

Chris Bowling, representing Civic Financing stated the bond sale will take place this Thursday, March 21st; the Utility Bonds received an A-1 rating from Moody Inc.  The market is fragile right now, but still good; we can cancel the sale if the market goes down.  Burnside moved, Farmer seconded to approve Ordinance #03-2013; roll call vote; all ayes.  Ordinance adopted.
STRATEGIC PLAN APPROVAL
Burnside moved, Wagers seconded to approve the 2013 Strategic Plan; all ayes.  Motion approved.  Mayor Connelly noted that the United Church Homes Group requested a copy of the plan.  We anticipate for them to still consider building a retirement community in Berea.

Corporate Counsel read the resolution; Hembree moved, Farmer seconded to approve.  All ayes; Resolution #07-2013 adopted.

RESOLUTION #08-2013; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY BEREA (GRANTEE) ACCEPTING THE GRANT, APPROVING THE GRANT AGREEMENT, AUTHORIZING THE AMENDMENT OF LOCAL BUDGET, AND AUTHORIZING A REPRESENTATIVE TO SIGN ALL RELATED DOCUMENTS. 
Corporate Counsel read the resolution regarding the Terrill Branch Project; Burnside moved, Farmer seconded to approve the resolution.  All ayes; Resolution #08-2013 adopted.

ORDINANCE 04-2013; ADOPTING AMENDMENT- INTER-LOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT – 1ST READING

Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary; Police Chief Gregory explained the ordinance is an agreement establishing the Central KY Drug Task force consisting of the cities of Berea, Irvine, and Winchester, and the counties of Madison, Jackson and the Fiscal Courts. 
AUDIT & FINANCE COMMITTEE – V. BURNSIDE

The committee met earlier and reviewed the bid received for the Derrick Digger Truck.  One bid, was received from Terex Utilities; the Utility Dept negotiated some additional accessories for the truck in the amount of $197,000.  Burnside moved to accept the bid, Kerby seconded.  All members voting aye; bid awarded.

· We are continuing with the progress of the re-design of the By-Pass.
· Trees have been removed on Bratcher Lane in preparation for the project that will begin there soon; we still need one last easement.

· The Amended Budget should be completed next week; you will receive copies soon. 

· March 28th at 5pm will be the joint council meeting with Tourism.

· We will open an RFQ this Friday, March 22nd, for an Engineering Service for the Safe Routes to School on the West end of town. 
· We have received a request from the Arts Center; Sune Fredickson is requesting we remove the first parking space located in front of the business; when someone is parked there, they block the view of visitors leaving the side parking area. We have looked at the area and will remove this space.  
MAYOR’S COMMENTS:

· Received a letter from Belinda Riddle of Berea Community School thanking the city for allowing her class to borrow a Berea Flag for their recent “Culture Fair”.

· The County Judge’s office is tentatively scheduling the next joint government meeting; if the council has any items for the agenda please make it known.  Terrill suggested holding a general discussion about the appointments of the Airport Board.
· I attended a meeting at the depot last week in which Colonel Grise described the preparation for the three budgetary challenges facing the 
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· depot; (1) the depot will implement a reduction in force due to a reduced demand for ammunition, (2) Sequestration, BGAD employees will be 
facing furloughs and (3) the Continuing Resolution Act; dealing with the looming battle of the debt ceiling and its potential impact on the BGAD, the Blue Grass Chemical Agency and the Blue Grass Chemical Agent-Destruction Pilot Plant.
· I would like for the council to consider going into an Executive Session after council comments to discuss the possible acquisition of property;  Kerby moved, Farmer seconded to go into Executive Session; all ayes, motion approved.  Belle Jackson was requested to attend the session.

Terrill – if an agreement is reached for an appointment to the Airport Board, we won’t need to place it on the joint government meeting agenda. 
Wagers – thanks to Hillary and Lloyd for all the work they have done in the community; it has been a good project, and they did a great job

Kerby – also agreed with Mr. Wagers, and Ms. Farmer.
