The Berea City Council met in a regular session, Tuesday, April, 2, 2013 at 6:30 p.m., Mayor Steven Connelly presiding.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: MARCH 19, 2013

Farmer moved, Kerby seconded to approve the minutes of March 19, 2013; all ayes. Motion approved.

PROCLAMATION; FAIR HOUSING MONTH
Mayor Connelly read the proclamation declaring April 2013 as “Fair Housing Month” in the City of Berea.
PROCLAMATION; SARACARE WEEK
Mayor Connelly read the proclamation declaring the week of April 15-19, 2013 as “SaraCare Week” in the City of Berea.  Eddie & Norma Kennedy were present to accept the proclamation.  Eddie invited everyone to the fund raiser event on Friday evening starting at 5pm at Union Church; there will a spaghetti supper, raffle, and lots of good music with artist from Nashville, TN. 

BELL ENGINEERING – FUTURE WATER SOURCES – RON McMAINE
Mr. McMaine of Bell Engineering gave a presentation of Berea’s Water Treatment facility; presently the plant is treating four-million gallons of water a day.  Our average water demands for the years between 2008 – 2012 was 2.77 mgd, it is projected by the year 2020 our demand will be 3.18 mgd; 2030-3.60/ 2040-3.99, and by the year 2050 – 4.39 mgd.   We need to increase the capacity of our lake system; should we have a moderate drought, we could be in a serious situation. Different options have been considered, but expanding the storage capacity of water at Owsley Fork Reservoir is the preferred option. The Berea Facility is nominated for the KY/TN AWAA 2013 Water Treatment Plant of the Year award.
ORDINANCE #04-2013; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KY, ADOPTING AN AMENDMENT TO THE INTER-LOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT – 2ND READING 
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Mayor Connelly read the ordinance; Burnside moved, Farmer seconded to approve; roll call vote, all ayes.  Ordinance #04-2013 adopted.

CODES ENFORCEMENT BOARD RE-APPOINTMENTS 
Mayor Connelly informed the council that the terms of Marion Taylor, Walter Ballinger and Craig Still; all members of the Codes Enforcement Board have expired and each member is willing to continue to serve.  Farmer moved; Kerby seconded to reappoint each member; all council members voted aye.  
The term of George Oberst on Planning and Zoning has also expired; Little moved; Farmer seconded to re-appoint Mr. Oberst.  All members voted aye.
FINANCE COMMITTEE APPOINTMENT

Mayor Connelly will prepare and Executive Order soon with an appointment.

AUDIT & FINANCE COMMITTEE – V. BURNSIDE
The committee discussed the bids received for the Centrifugal Trash Pump during the work session prior to council meeting; Burnside moved, Wagers seconded to accept and award the bid to Wilson Equipment for the amount of $14,619.00; all ayes.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS:

Randy Coffey updated the council of the upcoming plans for the US 25 Yard Sale that is expected to be held June 6, 7, & 8.  Various cities are supporting this event which will take place all along US 25, north and south of Berea, and possibly into TN.  Mr. Coffey requested informational signs be placed to direct visitors to food and lodging areas in Berea.  He requested a committee of the council meet to resolve possible parking issues, and/or revise the current yard sale permit.  Mayor Connelly appointed Chad Hembree as chairman, with Wagers and Kerby to meet with Mr. Coffey to consider if any logistical changes might need to be made to our current ordinance.  Public safety should be highly considered, and tourism will also be involved.
DEPARTMENT HEAD REPORTS – NONE

CITY ADMINISTRATORS REPORT – R. STONE

· We have made changes to our present yard sale ordinance; Mr. Gilbert is working on that now.  We also will have a proposal for the East Center Street Overlay District, and our fireworks use ordinance; we will review soon.
· The Personnel Policy has been updated to reflect the changes requested; employee’s Personal Day can be taken per half day, no longer required to 
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· take and entire day.  On page 23; the “Whistle Blower” policy has been added.

· Mayor Connelly will be signing an Executive Order as a change to our “Nepotism” policy; items #1 and #2 are in our policy but we have added item #3. Further discussion was held regarding the “Nepotism” policy.
· Spring Clean-Up is taking place this week. 

MAYOR’S COMMENTS:
· I received a letter from the Madison County Airport Board requesting the release of funds from the city for the airport expansion; we have budgeted $10,000 for the airport in this years budget.  The airport appointment issue has not been resolved, although Mr. Wyatt met with Judge Clark recently. Discussion was held among the council and an agreement was reached to release the funds budgeted. 
COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Terrill – Let’s keep the Gilbert family in our thoughts and prayers; Mr. Ned Gilbert passed away this morning. 

Hembree – Good Luck to the Madison Southern High School choir; they are going to Disney World this week to compete; it was an honor for them to be invited.  Appreciated the tour he recently participated in at the Water Treatment Plant, everyone was very knowledgeable, and the facility was very clean and neat. 
Powell – How are we notifying the residents of the Meadowlark/Cumberland Area’s for the scheduled electric upgrade this week end?  Utility Director, Ed Fortner stated residents have been notified by door hangers, the government access channel and phone calls to the affected residents. 

Kerby – Encouraged residents to take part in the inaugural activities scheduled on campus this week-end; Lyle Roelof will be inaugurated as the 9th President. Encouraged folks to come out to the SaraCare Event. 
Mayor Connelly added that on Bereaonline.com there are a number of video’s of President Roelof’s recent interviews. 

Burnside - asked Mr. Stone to explain the garbage tonnage report included in the packet.  Stone stated the annual report is from Waste Connections and reflects increases of items dropped off at the Convenience Center, roll off usage, front load commercial use, recycling and residential solid waste.  We recently met with Legacy directors to discuss the possibility of increasing our recycling bins to a larger size; we will be discussing the contract and recycling options in the next six months.  Burnside encouraged residents to recycle and help keep Berea clean.  Randy Coffey suggested waste receptacles be adding throughout town to help keep trash off of our city streets and roadways.
