The Berea City Council met in a regular session, Tuesday, April 16, 2013 at 6:30 p.m., Mayor Steven Connelly presiding.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: APRIL 2, 2013
Farmer moved, Kerby seconded to approve the minutes of April 2, 2013; all ayes.

Minutes approved. 

PROCLAMATION – PINWHEELS FOR PREVENTION

Mayor Connelly read the proclamation proclaiming April 2013 as Child Abuse Prevention Month in the City of Berea.  Members of the Younger Women’s Club were present to receive the proclamation.  Judy Halstead thanked the mayor and council for the proclamation; statistics show child abuse cases have increased since this date last year.

RESOLUTION #09-2013; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL FOR THE CITY OF BEREA, KY, COMMITTING TO BEAR CERTAIN EXPENSES FOR WATER STREET STORM WATER DRAINAGE PROJECT, AND TO EXPEND CERTAIN FUNDS FOR THE THIS PROJECT. 

Mayor Connelly noted this proclamation is being re-adopted due to an incorrect funding amount listed on the previous resolution. 

Burnside moved, Little seconded to approve the Resolution.  All members voted aye; Resolution adopted.
ORDINANCE #05-2013; 2012-2013 AMENDED BUDGET – 1ST READING

Mayor Connelly read the ordinance noting the changes.  

BEREA HOUSING AUTHORITY BOARD APPOINTMENT
Mayor Connelly informed the council that the term of Amanda K Rose has expired; she has agreed to continue to serve.  Farmer moved, Terrill seconded the appointment; all members voted aye.
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AUDIT & FINANCE COMMITTEE – V. BURNSIDE
Susan and Randy are working on the new budget for next year.

Mayor Connelly called for an amendment to the agenda to add the US25 Yard Sale Committee Report.  Hembree moved, Terrill seconded; all ayes.  Hembree reported the committee has formed a resolution to the current yard sale ordinance to recognize the US25 Yard Sale Event; June 6-8. The committee recommended that the current ordinance be amended to allow residents to hold yard sales for three days rather than the current two day on this specific week-end only.  Adequate parking must be provided by the yard sale permit holder.  Further discussion was held for specifications to amend the current ordinance.  Hembree moved; Terrill seconded to adopt the resolution, all ayes.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS: 
Randy Coffey thanked the council and the Yard Sale Committee for embracing this event. He is awaiting a call from Dandridge, TN for acceptance of holding the yard sale through their city.  Other communities in KY and TN are on board for the event.  He stressed the importance of getting signage up to our restaurant areas before people turn and head down 25 South. 

DEPARTMENT HEADS:

Paul Schrader announced the railroad crossings at Jefferson Street and HYW-595 will be closed at various times this week for replacement of cross ties and pavement repairs.
Mayor Connelly informed the council of an issue of repairs that are needed to take place on a vehicle that belongs to the city; a 1989 L900 heavy duty truck; it has a bad transmission and a bad PTO.  Schrader stated that this truck is used to move the track hoe and is needed for this use only. Mayor Connelly stated Councilman Powell’s service garage could perform the needed repairs to this truck. According to our city ordinance it does not allow an officer of the city to undertake a contract with the city unless it is disclosed with the city council during a meeting and made a part of the record; and that the council finds it is in the best interest of the city, and council, for the work to be done. Discussion was held; Little moved; Burnside seconded to approve the motion for the council to find the contract with Chester Powell is in the best interest of the public and the city; and because of the age of the truck; the limited available parts; and because of his expertise in this area.  After making this finding it was voted to enter a contract waiving the prohibition in Ethic Codes 27.011 (4). All members voting aye, motion approved. Powell abstained.

COUNCIL COMMENTS:
Hembree – thanks to the Younger Women’s Club for the work they do in the community; remember the Sara Care Event this week-end. 

Powell- a few years back we stopped allowing people to stand at the stop lights and collect money; we have a lot of panhandlers in town, and many of them are coming from Richmond and surrounding counties, they are not from here. They have become a nuisance standing on the corners as you go to McDonalds and the other restaurants in the area; many of them are the same ones that keep coming back. If you take them food, they throw it down and then leave the trash; I would like to see an ordinance to stop them from being here.   Captain Puckett addressed the council; the police department is receiving numerous complaints and they too, are seeing many of the same panhandles returning. The Police Dept does ask them to leave Berea, but we are seeing different ones dropped up at various locations.  Council questioned if an ordinance was already in place; Mayor Connelly stated we do have a vendor ordinance and an ordinance against collecting at the intersections.  Further discussion was held among the council to address the problem, Mayor Connelly suggested forming a committee to address the problem and ask the city attorney to draft an ordinance.  Burnside and Farmer agreed to serve on the committee.  Mayor Connelly suggested to have the city clerk contact some other surrounding cities to see if they have such an ordinance against panhandling.
