BEREA CITY COUNCIL            REGULAR MEETING                  JULY 16, 2013
The Berea City Council met in a regular session; Tuesday, July 16, 2013 at 6:30 p.m., Mayor Steven Connelly presiding.  A quorum being present, the meeting was called to order.

Mayor Connelly called for an amendment to the agenda to add Spectrum Consultants Discussion; Farmer moved, Wagers seconded; all ayes.  Agenda amended.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES: JULY 2, 2013
Farmer moved; Wagers seconded to approve the minutes of July 2, 2013.  All ayes; minutes approved. 
SPECTRUM CONSULTANTS DISCUSSION: MAYOR CONNELLY
Several weeks ago the city received a copy of the proposal from Spectrum Consultants to conduct a Market Analysis for a development of a senior living community in Berea.  The fee would be $5,000 for a preliminary analysis; the scope of the services in Phase 1 is defined on Page 3 of the proposal and would be used as an internal planning document. A complete analysis would be $12,000 with a credit from the preliminary analysis.  Spectrum will identify other assisted living residences close to Berea and gather information to return to the council.  We initially placed a retirement community in our strategic plan in hopes the United Church Homes would develop here, but since the recession they are not in a position to build here now. We could also invite other interested partners to help us develop a plan. Discussion was held among the council of what they would like to see in the proposal.  
Mr. Bob Shaffer addressed the council stating that he would like to see a retirement community built in Berea; it has been discussed for approximately 40 years already. He has spoke many different retirement community representatives and many were very interested in developing in Berea. We need a professional analysis to help us move forward. The Kindle Group is another consultant that has developed retirement communities in college towns.  Powell moved; Wagers seconded to accept the proposal for the mayor to sign the 
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paperwork embarking on the preliminary market analysis.  All ayes; motion approved. 
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS: None

DEPARTMENT HEADS:

D. Gregory; Police Chief 
* ATV usage on our shared paths is increasing; we are using an older golf cart at this time tiring to catch people disobeying our law. Officers are monitoring the trails now; it is criminal trespassing and the signs are up; it says foot traffic only. 
* We will be enforcing the parking ordinance around the College Square; we need to update our current parking ordinance, there are a lot of streets that are not in the ordinance, and some are not listed for the two hour parking. 

* We are looking into an immobilization device policy for the police department; Berea College already is using one. If a person has three or more tickets that have not been paid, the “boot” is then placed on the vehicle which in turn forces them to come pay their fees.  This will also save court cost and overtime cost for our officers.  I will include this in the draft in the updated traffic control section of the ordinance.  There would be a process before the device would be installed.
* We are also working on our emergency planning with the college; and working on an active shooter scenario.  There is a training exercise coming up in October, our officers are training with the College Public Safety Officers. 

Powell asked for extra enforcement around the Skate Board Park; he received a couple of complaints that there are needles and drug paraphernalia located there.  The neighbors living on North Broadway are also complaining because people are staying at the skate park past the curfew.   Gregory stated we have been experiencing a lot of vandalism in our parks at this time. He will have extra patrol in the area. 
CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: R. STONE
· Liz and Bob Menifee dedicated their lives to see a retirement community in Berea but they could not get the support of council and mayors in unison back then, to see this happen.

· New signage went up around town last week; we encourage comments.  A year and half ago the city along with Berea College hired Carol Naughton and Associates; she came in and surveyed the city and college area to better assist visitors. We received a grant to install some temporary signs; one is on 595 and one is on the by-pass; the signs list three different locations for visitors to see while they are in town. This is just the beginning; Tourism has money in their budget to work on this program.  
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· We now have a design for the extra drainage that will be located with the Water Street Project; we plan to start work next week.  The extra drainage should relieve the water coming off of Madison Street.
· We are working with the CSEPP group on their move to Berea; the firemen have built a wall at the Utility Building going into our gym.  Also, the firemen have taken on the repairs to the roof over the storage part of the Utility area and the gym; there are numerous areas of the roof that is leaking.

· Brush pick up is next week; this is the third week of the month, but next week is the third full working week. 

· We have completed a lot of maintenance work on the streets and rights-of way the last couple of weeks and we have starting spraying to eliminate much of the weeds and over growth between the asphalt and curbs. 

· We have talked with Central Seal; they will be  working on the road stripping on North & South Dogwood and 21; stop walks on North Broadway, Prince Royal Drive, McKinney and 21, re-stripping at 1016, Powell and Glades; strips and arrows on Glades Road, Ellipse and Pirate Parkway. 
· We have called about the timing of the signals on Dogwood and 21 and Main Street near Papalenos. 

· We have bids out for the shared use path between 595 and Mayde Road at this time.

· Bids are out for the kitchen equipment for the Folk Center.

· This Thursday evening at 5pm the 18th will be the 10th anniversary of the opening of the Artisan Center; they have helped hold our craft industry together and we appreciate them locating in Berea.
Questions: 
Wagers- are there any updates about the building next door? Stone stated we looked at the plans a couple of weeks ago; we have asked the engineer’s to look at the heating and mechanical  plans for the building; we are hoping the building can support a Solar Panel.

Little – can stop bars be painted on the roadway at 21/Gabbardtown and Shortline?  We can place bars on the city limit side; I did place a call to District 7 but have not received word back at this time.
MAYORS COMMENTS: 

I would like to have some feed back from the council regarding the Madison County Airport contribution.  I am meeting with them on August 6th; they would like some clarification of how Berea feels about the airport and if the City of 
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Berea will make the same contribution as the other two governments by contributing $25,000 a year.  The airport board is thinking about a strategic plan and they are interested in our thoughts; how should we move forward in their 
plans; and what roll will the governments help the airport.  What roll does the council see Berea playing in the support and development of the airport as an economic development driver for the southern Madison County and the City of Berea?
I re-nominated George Wyatt to serve on the Airport Board 2-0.  Judge Clark declined to vote. I have requested Mayor Barnes to send a letter to the chairman of the airport board of this appointment.
