BEREA CITY COUNCIL                REGULAR MEETING                JUNE 4, 2013
The Berea City Council met in a regular session; Tuesday, June 4, 2013 at 6:30 p.m., Mayor Steven Connelly called the meeting to order.

A quorum being present; Mayor Connelly called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES: May 21, 2013

ORDINANCE #10-2013; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KY ADOPTING A SUPPLEMENT TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KY. – 2ND READING

Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary; Wagers moved; Farmer seconded to approve the ordinance.  Roll call vote, all ayes; Ordinance #10-2013 adopted. 
ORDINANCE #11-2013; AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KY, PROVIDING THAT THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, CITY OF BEREA, KY, BE AMENDED BY ADDING SECTIONS 54.600-54.606, PROVIDING FOR THE REGULATIONS OF SALES AND USE OF FIREWORKS IN THE CITY OF BEREA; AND REPEALING SECTION 53.005 OF THE BEREA CITY CODE WHICH CONTAINS INCONSISTENT PROVISIONS FOR FIREWORKS REGULATION. – 2ND READING
Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary; Burnside moved; Terrill seconded to approve the ordinance.  Roll call vote; Terrill-yes, Hembree-yes, Powell-no, Wagers-yes, Farmer-yes, Little-yes, Kerby-yes, Burnside-yes.  Ordinance #11-2013 adopted; seven-yes, one-no.
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RESOLUTION # 10-2013; A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BEREA, KY, AMENDING RESOLUTION NO. 13-12 TO REFLECT THE NAME CHANGE FROM MOTORWHEEL COMMERCIAL VEHICLE SYSTEMS, INC., TO STEMCO PRODUCTS, INC. 
Corporate Counsel read the resolution by title and summary; Terrill moved, Farmer seconded to adopt Resolution #10-2013, all ayes.
ORDINANCE #12-2013; ADOPTING KENTUCKY BUILDING CODE – 1ST READING

Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary.  Codes Administrator Dale VanWinkle introduced his staff; Robin Adams, Codes Office Administrative Assistant; Amanda Haney, Certified Level 3 Building Inspector and Phillip Hurt, Certified Level 2 Building Inspector.  Absent was Cron Carpenter, Electrical Inspector.  VanWinkle informed the council that changes have taken place in the recent years to the Kentucky Building Code. KRS 198B.060 (1) requires that all buildings constructed in the City of Berea, KY shall be built in compliance with the uniform state building codes as adopted by the Board of Housing, Buildings and Construction. 
ORDINANCE #13-2013; ANNEXING PROPERTY – FARRISTOWN BAPTIST CHURCH – 1ST READING
Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary. 

ORDINANCE #14-2013; TOURISM COMMISSION COMPENSATION – 1ST READING

Corporate Counsel read the ordinance by title and summary raising the compensation from $30 to $75; comparable to other city board compensations.

AUDIT & FINANCE COMMITTEE – V. BURNSIDE
No report. 

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS
Hubert Chasteen, Jr., and his wife, Lanetta addressed the council concerning a water problem at their property located on Pinnacle Street.  When we have heavy rains, all the water is draining onto his property and is causing a lot of damage.  The rock at his second driveway has been washed out numerous times; he suggested the street department install a tile to divert the water.  It has gotten worse since Baker Street was raised; it has diverted most of the water onto Pinnacle Street and on his property because it has no where to go.  
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Sune Frederickson, representing the Daniel Boone Red Cross previously met with Mr. Stone; he requested the city council to pledge $2,500 in support of this organization. The Daniel Boone Chapter supports seven (7) surrounding counties.  The organization is not publically funded and the support would be kept in our region.
DEPARTMENT HEADS:

B. Jackson – Tourism Director; informed the council that a joint meeting with the Tourism Commission has been scheduled for June 20th at 5:15 p.m. 

· The US25 Yard Sale event is this week-end; the past week-end events were all great, there was a good turn out for the L& N Day, and there were lots of cars in for the car show. 

D. Gregory – Police Chief; a big thanks to Belle Jackson and her staff for the help during the 5K/10K race; the funds that were raised during this year’s event went towards the “Supporting Heroes Organization”. We sent two members of our honor guard to attend the funeral in Bardstown last week and Supporting Heroes paid for their hotel stay.  

· Chief Gregory introduced new police officer Jeff Harness; he is in field training at this time. 

CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT – R. STONE
· The Menelaus Road Project bid will be out in July, it was to go out this month but we have asked for the plans to include Southern Madison Water; they are moving their lines along Menelaus Road.  We appreciate Southern Madison Water working with us on this project. 
· We are still working with Chase Bank to get the one final easement on Bratcher Lane; the state will not release the funds until all easements are signed.  We hope to get this issue resolved soon and get the job out for bid.

· The Street Department is working on a drainage project on Terri Avenue; we are working in conjunction with the property owner, some of the work is off the right-of-way, and he is paying for the materials.  Street drainage water empties into our retention basin located at the end of Terri.
· The work on Ellipse Street began this week; the street department is currently laying the new pipe, we encourage people to avoid this area.

· The new roof is going on Berea Community School; they are donating the gravel taken from the top of school to the city, we will then use it as a base on our walking trail project at Indian Fort.
· We had moved the Track Hoe out to 21 East last week to work on the trail and someone stole the batteries out of it. 
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· Engine #5 has been repaired and returned back from Ohio.

· Ms. Meeks made the final payment yesterday on our Industrial Property; $87,000; this completes the entire purchase of the 450 acres.  This leaves the upgrade to the Industrial Park Sewer line and road, and the upgrade to the new park area off North Broadway as the only debt we owe in the new budget. 
· The pool has been receiving good attendance since its opening; the parks department is offering an outreach program, we have partnered with Oh Kentucky Campground to offer some craft classes, and on Thursday evenings, Aqua Zumba is being offered.
· We have had a drainage issue on Miracle Drive; we opened up a clogged pipe at the back of the property. We have asked the property owner to notify us if she has any further problems.

· The Utility Dept experienced some billing procedural problems last week with the levelized billing; it was a software problem.  Many customers received an additional bill; I have asked Mr. Fortner and his staff to make personal calls to the 230 customers and explain to them the problem, as we can get it resolved. 
Questions: Little asked about the slope mower and the requirements to mow the dams.  Mr. Fortner explained the mower is a specialized piece of equipment designed for mowing the dams; mowing is done as part of the maintenance program and we are inspected by the state.
